Write an ABC summary statement using the most salient information gathered during each assessment component. This format allows teams to compare information gathered from multiple sources to find commonalities. At the bottom, summarize the information into a final FBA hypothesis statement. More repeated information across assessment components results in higher confidence that the hypothesis statement accurately reflects the pattern of behavior.

Add in any extra assessment components





It is OK to leave boxes blank if no pertinent information was gathered during that component





More recurring information results in more confidence that the hypothesis statement is correct.  If the team cannot determine significant commonalities providing confirmation from multiple sources, consider adding new assessment components/data collection.  Contact a coach/consultant for support.








Track information down each column to look for commonalities in setting events, antecedents….


Notice that not all information is used from each component of the FBA.  Recurring information is summarized into the hypothesis statement.
